	Checks expiration date of reagent cartridge. 
	
	
	

	Checks expiration of controls.  Stores controls in the refrigerator when not in use. Places 3 month expiration date on controls when reconstituted.  Knows unreconstituted controls are acceptable for use until the manufacturer’s expiration date when stored properly.
	
	
	

	Calibrates instrument with calibration card with each new lot number of reagent cartridges, using calibration card.
	
	
	

	Prepares (reconstitutes) controls according to instructions. Scans the control card found in the control kit. Performs liquid quality control by running the two levels of quality control with each new lot number and new shipment of reagent cartridges, each time a calibration card is scanned, and whenever test results are in doubt. 
	
	
	

	Performs complete processing of a patient sample to the point of result interpretation.   Identifies patient.  Performs fingerstick.  Touches tip of capillary holder to blood drop at an angle. Removes excess blood with lint free tissue. Inserts capillary holder into reagent cartridge. Scans test cartridges. Follows the prompts on the screen, inserts cartridge into instrument.
	
	
	

	Records cartridge lot number, quality control lot numbers, quality control ranges, quality control results, and patient results on the control/ patient result log.
	
	
	

	Disposes of test cartridges using UCH guidelines
	
	
	

	Cleans exterior of instrument and the Bar Code Window weekly. Record on maintenance log sheet. 
	
	
	

	Removes and cleans the cartridge spring, changes the air filter, and runs the optical test quarterly.  Record on maintenance log sheet.
