	Dr. Colleen Goode served as our vice president of patient services at the University of Colorado Hospital between 1997 and 2009. She is a leader in EBP and Research nationally and is a Professor at the University of Colorado Denver, College of Nursing.  She developed The Colleen Goode Nursing Research and EBP Grant Fund.  It is fitting in her honor to support nurses in the clinical application of their own inquisitiveness to benefit patient care.

PROGRAM GOALS

Funding nursing research and evidence-based practice projects links our yearning to impact patient care at UCH and our passion for the compassionate work nurses and other health care professionals provide. 

This program provides support for nurses to:
· Continually evaluate their practice 

· Seek answers to clinical questions in an effort to improve their practice 

· Change their practice based on evidence and evaluation of that change
Nurses will improve care outcomes as a result of their findings. 

GENERAL GUIDELINES

· To be eligible, you must be a registered nurse with a current license employed at the University of Colorado Hospital. Working with an interdisciplinary team is highly encouraged.
· Applicants should be ready to implement their projects immediately following funding from the Colleen Goode EBP and Research Grant Fund. 

· Only projects which have been exempted in writing or approved by COMIRB will be considered. A copy of your IRB approval will be required prior to the funding of your grant. (You may, however, apply for a grant while IRB approval is pending). 

· Funds may be used only for direct expenses, including: 

· Printed materials for the project 

· Supplies 

· Funds may not be used for salaries or institutional overhead 

· Checks will only be written to your department, not to an individual investigator. 

PROJECT FOCUS

Nursing research and EBP projects must impact patients or family members of patients at UCH.

The UCH EBP and Research Council Grant Review Panel will evaluate the proposal to ensure it follows essential grant guidelines.  GRANT AWARDS AND GUIDELINES

Three types of grants are available, as described below.

 Grant funding will not be awarded to the same person within a 4 year time frame.

Evidence-based Practice Grants (up to $750)

These will be awarded to stimulate the use of patient-focused data and/or previously generated research findings to develop, implement, and evaluate changes in nursing practice. We encourage nurses who have research/EBP experience as well as those who do not to apply.

Funds for EBP projects may be awarded for new projects or projects in progress. Eligible projects may include EBP projects, research utilization studies, or outcomes evaluation projects. Interdisciplinary and collaborative projects are encouraged; ideally interdisciplinary teams should be involved. 

The Project Leader/Team Leader must be a nurse who is currently employed at UCH. 

A Project Mentor is strongly recommended for each EBP grant application. Applicants are encouraged to find a Mentor from the EBP Council or someone that has extensive knowledge in the field of study AND EBP or Research projects. Mentors will provide the following benefits which will be especially helpful for less experienced Applicants: 

· Help potential Grant Applicants become familiar with resources and problem-solve grant issues or concerns 

· Advise and refer Applicants to appropriate resources 

· Establish availability by phone or email to Applicants 

· Review grant application and provide feedback/guidance as needed 

Mentors will assist Applicants in the development of the grant application, serving as a coach and advisor to the Mentee. 

Research Grants (up to $1,000)

The Research grant provides awards to qualified individuals carrying out clinical research studies that directly benefit patients and/or families at UCH.

The Principal Investigator (PI) must be a nurse currently employed at UCH in a clinical setting with direct patient care involvement. Funds may be awarded for new projects or projects in progress. As with the EBP projects, applicants are encouraged to identify a Mentor, especially if you are less experienced in applying for a research grant.  
Note: With both EBP and Research grants, we will fund only direct expenses. We will not pay for institution overhead, fees to institutional review boards, Applicants’ time, etc. If more than one EBP and Research project is deemed to be fundable, budgeted funds may be allocated according to needs. It is a requirement that when the EBP project or research study is completed, recipients will be expected to present their EBP or research result at the Annual Research and EBP Symposium or another venue.  Any manuscript resulting from a project funded by the Colleen Good Fund must acknowledge grant support. Grant recipients shall sign an agreement accepting the terms and conditions of the funding. Grant recipients are required to submit a report to the EBP and Research Council every three months for the duration of the project. A final report will also be submitted upon completion of the project. The final report shall contain a budget reconciliation that accounts for the expenditure of grant funds.
Dissemination Grants (up to $250)

We will help nurses who have completed a Research or EBP project to share the results of their findings with other nurses and institutions at a national or international venue. Monies may be used for poster production only. Costs of poster development should not exceed $250; bids for producing posters will need to be obtained from two separate entities. Funds will only be provided to Grantees whose projects have been approved for presentation at a professional conference.
